During the 1950's, Dr. King became active in the
movement for civil rights and racial equality. He partici-
pated in the Montgomery, Alabama, bus boycott and many
other peaceful demonstrations that protested the unfair
treatment of African-Americans. He won the Nobel Peace
Prize in 1964.

Dr. King was assassinated on April 4, 1968, in
Memphis, Tennessee.
