In the U.S., Mother’s Day is always on the second Sunday of May. This year, 

Mother’s Day is on May 8. On this day, we show our appreciation for our 

mothers by giving them cards, flowers, or gifts. Some children bring their 

mothers breakfast in bed, and many families celebrate by eating lunch at a 

restaurant together. 

 

It is very simple to make homemade lip gloss when you follow these 

simple steps. Gather these ingredients on a well lit table: ¼ 

teaspoon of grated wax, 1 teaspoon of coconut oil, 1 teaspoon of petroleum jelly, 1 candy melt, 1/8 

teaspoon of oil-based candy flavoring, a bag, a bowl of hot tap water, and a container. First, grate 

some paraffin wax onto the wax paper and add coconut oil, petroleum jelly, and candy melt with the 

oil based candy flavoring into a bag. After that, seal the bag and sit it in a bowl of hot tap water to 

melt all the ingredients for about 3-8 minutes. Then remove the bag from the water and crush all the 

ingredients to mix them. Cut off a tiny corner of the bag and squeeze the lipgloss into the container. 

Finally, put the container in the refrigerator for 15 – 20 minutes to let it harden. Now you have a 

homemade lipgloss ready to use.
